Globalization and Latecomers: Implications of the East Asian

Development Model and Its Transition

Jenn-Hwan Wang

Abstract

This paper discusses the impact of globalization to developing countries.
First, I will show that the globalization tendency since 1980 has benefited
developing countries’ industrialization. However, the overall gap of income
inequality between the developed and developing countries has been enlarged
during the same period. Second, I will show that the East Asian countries
have performed better than others in the category of the developing countries,
owing to the involvement of the developmental state into the economy as well
as the emergence of the regional economy. Third, I will discuss the
transformation of the East Asian developmental state as compared to the
competitive state of the advanced countries that has emerged in recent years
on the one hand, and their constraints and crisis tendencies in the new global
environment on the other. I will use Taiwan as an example to illustrate these
tendencies. Finally, I will show that the East Asian developmental model can
be an example for other developing countries to learn, given that the global
political economic environment is different from one that had nurtured the

East Asian developmental states to emerge in the earlier periods.
